The La Habra Police Department is proud 

to offer the Citizens' Police Academy to 

local residents. The Citizens' Academy is 

not designed to prepare students to be po- 

lice officers, instead it was developed to 

create a closer working relationship be- 

tween the police department and those 

who live and/or work in the community. 

The Academy is taught by personnel from 

all areas of the agency, and consists of reg- 

ularly scheduled evening classes held one 

night weekly, over a 6 week period. During 

that time, participants enjoy a variety of 

experiences, including a police facility tour, 

S.W.A.T. and K-9 demonstrations, crime 

scene investigative techniques, problem 

solving scenarios, and much more. 

The goal of the Citizens' Police Academy is 

to increase understanding between com- 

munity members and the Police Depart- 

ment, and to further enhance the strong 

relationship, which already exists. 

A graduation ceremony is held at the con- 

clusion of the training. Attendees are af- 

forded an opportunity to go on a ride 

along with an officer after the completion 

of the Academy.
